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The goal of the study was to identify the sources of electronic readings, as well as reading fields, and their
relationship with (specialization , hours of reading and GPA) . The study was conducted at the Faculty of
Education, PNU on a sample of female students specializing in ( Teachers of primary classes, psychology, and
. special education). There were 592 respondents
The researcher used a survey that included a list of the most important sources of electronic readings and favorite

reading fields, according to a scale three. The results were as follows:

1- Favorite electronic reading sources (e-mail, WhatsApp ,Twitter, BlackBerry program and educational Web sites

respectively)

2- Favorite reading areas were: ( Women , Religion , Health , Storiesand the different customs and traditions of
people respectively)
3- There were no statistically significant differences between electronic reading sources and reading areas related to
.the variables (specialization , reading hours or GPA)
